MAUNDY THURSDAY. 7.00 pm Following the service of Holy Eucharist and Foot Washing we move to the chapel for the ALL NIGHT WATCH where we can share in the remembrance of that long night where Jesus wept and prayed. 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GOOD FRIDAY CHILDREN’S ‘WALKING WITH JESUS’  10:00 a.m.

Know Chocolate for Lent
Sixth Sunday in Lent (Palm Sunday):  Know so choices can be based on wisdom.

Our Lenten commitment to “know chocolate” challenges us to distinguish the genuine from the imitation—both in types of chocolates and in those we choose to follow.

Scripture: Matthew 21:1-11 Philippians 2:5-11
Maundy Thursday:  Know by remembering Jesus’ words and deeds.

Our Lenten commitment to “know chocolate” challenges us to remember those we love on special occasions— both with gifts of chocolate and with gifts of bread and cup.

Scripture: John 13:21-30 1 Corinthians 11:23-26

Good Friday:  Know that something bitter can make things better.

Our Lenten commitment to “know chocolate” challenges us to accept that God can use what is bitter to produce something good—both in the taste of chocolate and in the life of Jesus.

Scripture: John 19:16-18 Hebrews  19:19-23

Easter Sunday:  Know who calls us to follow in faith.
Our Lenten commitment to “know chocolate” challenges us to learn the difference that can happen when we are open to change—just like the process that can make white chocolate or the miracle of resurrection that can make new life.
